Incorporation:  In addition to the federal laws, regulations, policies, and CDC General Terms 
and Conditions for Non-research awards at

All future year funding will be based on 
satisfactory programmatic progress and the availability of funds. 
 
The federal award amount is subject to adjustment based on total allowable costs incurred 
and/or the value of any third party in-kind contribution when applicable.

Financial Assistance Mechanism: Cooperative Agreement 
 
Substantial Involvement by CDC:  This is a cooperative agreement and CDC will have 
substantial programmatic involvement after the award is made.  Substantial involvement is in 
addition to all post-award monitoring, technical assistance, and performance reviews 
undertaken in the normal course of stewardship of federal funds.   
 
CDC program staff will assist, coordinate, or participate in carrying out effort under the award, 
and recipients agree to the responsibilities therein, as detailed in the NOFO.

to maintain and facilitate the creation of any emerging Tracking-related technical and 
data standards. 

• CDC’s Office of Public Health Scientific Services (OPHSS), as needed, to maintain 
and facilitate the creation of any new Tracking-related technical and data standards. 

• CDC’s Office of Public Health Preparedness and Response (OPHPR), as needed, to 
maintain and facilitate the creation of any emerging Tracking-related technical and 
data standards. 

• Federal data partners such as the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the 
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U.S. Geological Survey (USGS), National Aeronautics and Space Administration 
(NASA), and National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) to further the 
use of environmental data, fill data gaps, and develop methods and tools for use in 
Tracking. 

• Awardees on projects to (a) improve the quality of data provided to CDC for the 
National Tracking Network Portals, and (b) explore methods and best practices for 
linking and analyzing health and environmental data.
