e  DTaP: 4 or more doses of diphtheria, tetanus and pertussis vaccine e  MMR: 2 doses of measles, mumps and rubella vaccine
e  Tdap: 1 booster dose of teatans, diphtheria and pertussis vaccine e  Hep B: 3 or more doses of hepatitis B vaccine
e  MCV: 1 dose of meningococcal conjugate vaccine e  Varicella: 1 dose of varicella vaccine for School Years 2016-2017
e |PV/ Polio: 3 or more doses of polilvirus vaccine and 2017-2018; 2 doses for School Year 2018-2019 to 2022-2023
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Medical exemption: certification by a licensed doctor of medicine,
doctor of osteopathy or his or her designee indicating that either the
immunization would seriously endanger the child’s health or life, or the
child has documentation of disease or laboratory evidence of immunity
to the disease.
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Religious exemption: a parent or guardian objects in writing to the
school administrator that immunization of that student violates his / her
religious beliefs.
