e Administer the second dose 1 to 2 months after the first dose (minimum interval of 4 weeks), administer
the third dose at least 8 weeks after the second dose AND at least 16 weeks after the first dose. The final
(third or fourth) dose in the HepB vaccine series should be administered no earlier than age 24 weeks.

e Administration of a total of 4 doses of HepB vaccine is permitted when a combination vaccine containing
HepB is administered after the birth dose.

5. Inactivated poliovirus vaccine (IPV). (Minimum age: 6 weeks)
e Administer a 4-dose series of IPV at ages 2, 4, 6 through 18 months, and 4 through 6 years. The
final dose in the series should be administered on or after the fourth birthday and at least 6
months after the previous dose.

2. Diphtheria and tetanus toxoids and acellular pertussis (DTaP) vaccine. (Minimum age: 6 weeks) 6. Measles, mumps, and rubella (MMR) vaccine. (Minimum age: 12 months)

e Administer a 5-dose series of DTaP vaccine at ages 2, 4, 6, 15 through 18 months, and 4 through 6 e Administer a 2-dose series of MMR vaccine at ages12 through 15 months and 4 through 6 years.

e Administer a 2- or 3-dose Hib vaccine primary series and a booster dose (dose 3 or 4 depending on e Administer a 2-dose series of VAR vaccine at ages 12 through 15 months and 4 through 6 years.

e The primary series with ActHIB or Pentacel consists of 3 doses and should be administered at 2, 4, and 6 elapsed since the first dose. If the second dose was administered at least 4 weeks after the first
months of age.

e One booster dose (dose 3 or 4 depending on vaccine used in primary series) of any Hib vaccine should
be administered at age 12 through 15 months.

» See the catch—up schedule for the doses required and minimum intervals between doses for those children who fall behind or start late.

» ACIP recommends that vaccine doses administered <4 days before the minimum interval or age be counted as valid, therefore the Missouri Department of Health and Senior Services will allow for the 4 day grace period.

Missouri’s Day Care Immunization Requirements is compatible with the current recommendations of the Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices (ACIP) of the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the American Academy of Pediatrics,
and the American Academy of Family Physicians.
