Amazing lo learn what works 
and what doesn ' t. Has heard lots of data. Noted TCD successes arc predicated 
on 9-1-1. Concerned about 9-1-1 as Missouri still has 19 counties without that 
capability. Promised he will be available, will listen and focus on concerns. One 
of the major concerns in Missouri is opioids.
