A. Pediatrics Subcommittee
Angie Cunningham, Chair
Patricia Casey, Vice Chair

Angie Cunningham reported the Pediatric subcommittee
met this morning.

Efforts are underway to revamp the committee. A survey
was sent out on restraining pediatric patients. 52
responses were received. More surveys will be sent to
have a larger data base. There are only 5 questions on the
survey.

There will be more of a focus on EMS education to
increase knowledge on the right treatments for pediatric
patients.

EMSC grant has been awarded to U of MO. The EMSC
committee is being reactivated. The focus will be to try to
get pediatric trauma patients to the right hospital initially
or how to get them there if the first destination is
temporary.

There are intentions to have the Sept meeting with trauma
nurses and EMS and other interested parties to help set up
a plan to deliver one consistent message across the state
regarding pediatric trauma.

Next meeting is May 22", Details will follow.

Angie Cunningham and Trish
Casey will lead the efforts to
accomplish the bullet points to
the left.

B. Trauma Subcommittee
Dr. David Gustafson, Chair

The trauma subcommittee met this morning.

Dr. Gustafson indicated discussion centered around trying
to put together cohesive trauma system for Missouri.
Trauma regs still stalled at DHSS legal.

Fed and state systems should be data driven. A state-wide
system needs to be built.

Governor Greitens is interested in Stop the Bleed
education. EMS Regions will be encouraged to do Stop
the Bleed programs and collect data on this information.

Dr. Gustafson will continue to
lead the discussion and to
encourage participation from
all interested parties.




Regional medical directors will be encouraged to help
with this project.

C. Legislative Subcommittee
Mark Alexander, Chair

Mark Alexander and Jason White reviewed the legislative
efforts in progress. Many of the EMS issues have been rolled
into one bill SB 870. The issues area also reflected in
HB1919. Interstate Compact, CIT, TIF, State medical director
etc. So far there is little opposition. The 911 bill is also
moving although work needs to continue to avoid a filibuster
as in previous years.

Mark and Jason also reported attending a meeting with the
Director of DHSS, Dr. Williams, to discuss the TCD system in
Missouri. MHA, AHA and others were also present. The
TCD system is funded for one more year but a long-range plan
needs to be developed.

Regulations rewrite continues. Medical Directors, patient
hand off and EMS Advisory Committee regional boundaries
under discussion.

LV-AMR now carrying ‘throw bags’ containing
tourniquets and bandages. They are designed to throw into
large gatherings involving mass casualties. Dr. Andrews
pointed out that throw bags fit in with the ‘stop the bleed’
programs
