Mark Alexander reported SB 732 has been signed by the 
Governor. It contained several EMS issues were passed by the 
legislature including: 
• The clear obligation that hospitals and nursing homes to 

create a policy to make sure the EMS crew transferring at­
risk patents (those that might be violent) is notified about 
the patient. 

• Emg Dept docs can now place certain patients under a 
legal hold prior to the implementation of the classic 96 
hour hold. This new temporary legal hold is for the express 
purpose of getting thepatient transferred to the psych 
facility. 

Also passed: 
• EMS Regional Medical Directors will have 4 year terms 

and wil I also be a voting member of their EMS Regional 
Committee. 

• Stroke Center reviews had caused some hospitals to build 
fences around helipads. Legislation to remove DHSS 
authority to require fences passed. 

• A bill passed that gives only the Board of Healing Arts the 
right to require physician education. 

• National bill HR 1818 passed provides language to 
facilitate military medics transitioning to civilian medics. 

• 2017 issues will be determined in the fall of 2016.

New Business and Announcements 
State EMS Medical Director The State EMS Medical Director position was discontinued at Dr. Andrews and other 
Issue the end of June due to a reported lack of funding. While the interested parties will 
Dr. Lyntbia Andrews position was not identified in rules or regulations, the position continue exploring 

was created by Dr. Bill Jennyn in 2008 as part of his TCD possibilities to establish a 
plan. Dr. Jermyn secured funding through a grant from Mo structure for a state EMS 
Foundation of Health. Questions were raised about other grant Medical Director. 
funds that might be available. Dr. Andrews said a structure 
needs to be developed to have an ongoing state EMS Medical 
Director as a first step. Funding could be addressed after the 
position is secured. It was recognized this is one of many 
issues facing DHSS/BEMS in regards to EMS. In the past 
there were at least 15 people in BEMS, now there are very few. 
Discussion about securing grants including acknowledgement 
that the state has authority to say how a grant gets 
administered. So a grant secured for a state EMS Medical 
Director could be channeled elsewhere. Creating the position 
in law may be the best approach. Dr. Andrews said EMS has 
pushed the envelope in the past to get things done. The health 
care business is very dynamic and the focus is to ' integrate 
care.' It needs to be recognized that EMS is at the beginning of 
patient care. EMS needs to be proactive to avoid unfunded 
mandates. 

State EMS History Site Mike Bail spoke about the established Facebook site that is 
Mike Bail dedicated to EMS History.
